Children in Church

But Jesus called them unto Him, and said, Suffer the
little children to come unto me, and forbid them not: for
of such is the kingdom of God. (Luke 18:16)

Children in church are always a joy. On one hand they
are an integral part of our parish. When at church,
children participate in the life of the Faith. Boys seven
and up serve in the altar. Girls of the same age ring the
bells or sing in the choir.

On the other hand, a child’s psychology and level of
maturity often make attending Divine Services a
challenge. It is difficult for youngsters to pay attention:
they tire easily, get distracted and fussy. Standing in the
same place, keeping still and quiet is hard for them. Thus
children require constant attention and care, not just from
their parents but also from other parishioners.

Children in church often walk away from their parents
and get out of control, with parishioners having to correct
the behavior of someone else’s offspring. There is,
however, nothing wrong with this provided it is done
calmly, tactfully and with love.

Kids love to gather around candle stands with lit candles,
playing with candle stubs and standing with their backs
to the altar for long periods of time. An open flame is
always dangerous. Do not allow children under any
circumstances to play with candles, light them or place
them without direct parental supervision. Do not allow



children to light the oil lamps. Specially trained adults
take care of this.

Then there is the problem of children speaking loudly,
unaware that they are disrupting the prayerful atmosphere
of the Divine Service. Children often play with keys and
other objects, which they constantly drop on the floor.
Parents, gently and patiently teach your children to stay
quiet. A small stuffed animal is the best option if your
child needs a toy.

It is important that no one move or speak at especially
triumphant moments in the service. During these times
all three lights over the Royal Doors are lit. It is desirable
that at these moments children be with their parents.
During the sermon as well, children should not be
walking around the church.

If your child is tired, crying or fussy, remember that we
have a Nursery where you can take him to calm down
and relax without disrupting the service. There are signs
on the door of the room that specify where you can find
the key. Unsupervised children are not allowed in the
Nursery.
