FROM OUR PARISH TREASURER AND PARISH SECRETARY

Remember the words of the Lord Jesus, how he said, “It is more blessed to give than to receive.”
Acts 20:35

Friends,

This letter comes with the 1st quarter report. Although it doesn’t look bad, we are still far away from tithing. We
can tell you that the 2nd quarter is already much worse. Sometimes there are unexpected payments, like in any
household, and having reasonable donations will help with this a lot. At this point we only have a little more
than 1 month of expenses in the operating fund.

The average donation per member per month in the 1st quarter was $167, but according to the Treasurer’s data
the majority of donations are less than that, and quite a bit less. And giving $167 means that you are making less
than $2,000 monthly. For some people this is true, but not for 80% of the parishioners. We encourage you to
think about where you are, according to the statistics, and try to make steps, perhaps small steps, closer to
tithing.

We have work to do, and this work is to fight with ourselves. For some people giving is not that easy, and this is
understandable, but if we don’t try, we will never achieve.

We believe that it’s not just our church which struggles in this regard. Some parishes are more successful, some
are less, we suppose.

Here are some encouraging quotes from other parishes:
Holy Trinity Russian Orthodox Church, Baltimore, MD

Our church cannot operate without your financial contributions. Our parish will grow only through your
prayers, work and generous sacrifice.

St. Basil Greek Orthodox Church, Chicago, IL

Orthodox Christian Stewardship is a way of life, which acknowledges accountability, reverence, and
responsibility before God. A primary goal of Stewardship is to promote spiritual growth and strengthen faith.
Becoming a Steward begins when we believe in God, to whom we give our love, loyalty and trust, and act on
those beliefs. As Stewards, we affirm that every aspect of our lives comes as a gift from Him. Stewardship calls
on the faithful to cheerfully offer back to God a portion of the gifts with which they have been blessed.

So, it is a continuum: fist sacrifice, then ease in giving, then cheerfulness that you have overcome your old self
and give God what is His and support the church.

If we all try to win over ourselves, we can do a lot. It’s hard, but without trying nothing will be accomplished.
And it seems like winning control over money is a huge success. Fr. Gregory tells us that it is like winning
control over your stomach. Both lead to freedom from bonds.



The Lord told us that we have to strive be winners:

“He who overcomes, I will make him a pillar in the temple of My God, and he shall go out no more. I will write
on him the name of My God and the name of the city of My God, the New Jerusalem, which comes down out of
heaven from My God. And I will write on him My new name”. - Book of Revelations , chapter 3, verse 12.
What could be more of a blessing than to be marked like this.

Let’s help each other to go in that direction.
