Dear Brothers & Sisters in Christ,

There is a term that exists in the field of social psychology called illusory superiority, which essentially means that
we often judge ourselves better than we judge those around us. This is something that we are frequently warned
about by the Fathers and in the Scriptures, because if we’re honest, this is a great struggle we face in our spiritual
lives. The Lord teaches us “Judge not, that ye be not judged. For with what judgment ye judge, ye shall be judged...”
(Matt. 7:1-2) And yet we often dismiss our sins, granting leniency to ourselves due to circumstances we argue justify
our behavior. At the same time we look to those beside us and harshly condemn anything we perceive as out of
place.

One way this manifests is in how we view our wealth. We live in one of the richest societies history has ever known,
and we must acknowledge that we often live with more excess than anything else. How, then, are we so dismissive to
all that we have? Are we so hardhearted as to deny the various material blessings in our lives? Why do we constantly
look towards the highest economic classes as a means of comparison? We entirely cast out our own responsibilities
when we think like this and indeed justify our own accumulation of wealth. Brothers and sisters, before Christ there
will be no comparative judgment; we ourselves will be accountable only for what we have been given.

Let us understand that there is a balance to this, as we live in the world and most of us are not called to sell all our
material possessions. We must pray for discernment in this regard, to look at our lives and put forth a tithe that is
reflective of our economic realities. We must not think of the Law’s recommendation of 10% as some sort of
checkbox to earn Salvation. Remember that tithing and almsgiving are as much a core practice of our faith as fasting
and prayer. Let us fight against the urge to diffuse this responsibility, which indeed falls onto each of us. Perhaps we
will argue with ourselves that we already pull our ‘fair share’ and again look to others for comparison. We think to
ourselves “I already give more than those others, who give so little.” But Christ directly counters our presuppositions
while observing offerings at the Temple. “And He looked up and saw the rich putting their gifts into the treasury, and
He saw also a certain poor widow putting in two mites. So He said, ‘Truly I say to you that this poor widow has put
in more than all; for all these out of their abundance have put in offerings for God, but she out of her poverty put in
all the livelihood that she had.’” (Luke 21:1-4)

Is this not a clear example of what fullness of faith in God is, that we seek to give willingly and not out of what we
see as a dreaded obligation? We must not follow in the footsteps of the rich here mentioned and only seek to give
what we wouldn’t miss. Instead, we must turn to the Lord and offer what we may out of piety as the widow. We also
cannot simply plan to tithe or offer help to others at some future point, because we will never reach a time when we
feel comfortable doing so. We especially should not justify storing wealth today and living in excess with a promise
to distribute it to the parish after our deaths. In his epistle, St. James (Jacob) says, “Come now, you rich, weep and
howl for your miseries that are coming upon you! Your riches are corrupted, and your garments are moth-eaten. Your
gold and silver are corroded, and their corrosion will be a witness against you and will eat your flesh like fire. You
have heaped up treasure in the last days.” (5:1-4) We must act here and now, for what good are promises of future
offerings if the need exists today?

Brothers and sisters, may we pray for discernment in this regard. Through the intercessions of St. James (Jacob) the
Just, Brother of the Lord, may we be granted clear knowledge of our financial responsibilities and abilities.
