We would like to thank all of you for your spiritual and material support of our St.
Vladimir Church! With this letter we make our written Quarter 4, 2019 report out.
We will have a meeting regarding this report on Sunday, January 26, 2020 during
our parish meal. Please plan to join us, but please also feel free to ask a question
outside of that meeting if that is more convenient for you. We sincerely want to
hear from you! We want your ideas. We seek your feedback. We need your help.
This parish is God’s of course, but He has given us the responsibility to care for it.
If we all take ownership and we all make a sincere effort, and we ask God’s help,
and we don’t care who gets the credit for our success: we can do ANYTHING as
a parish family.

Quarter 4 was a strong one from a financial perspective. You will have to read the
footnotes in the attached Quarter 4 financial analysis to understand how we could
have a strong quarter if that analysis has red numbers on it! You will also want to
take a look at the full 2019 financial analysis, also attached. The bottom line for
2019: the festival kept us out of the red. That should lead each and everyone one
of us to make two decisions immediately based on the data we present here:

1. Each of us should decide today that we will volunteer for the festival in
2020, since without it we cannot pay our bills.

2. Each of us should decide today to establish a recurring donation to the
parish of about $5 more per week than we are giving now. If each of us
adult members of the parish did that in the coming year WE COULD
SAVE EVERY PENNY OF FESTIVAL INCOME. Don’t believe us?
Check the financial analysis — it is all there. :)

We are pleased to announce with this communication that we have established a
tithe.ly account for our parish. This platform allows our parishioners to establish
automatic recurring donations from their bank account to St. Vladimir’s (you can
use a credit card on tithe.ly too if you prefer). They charge us a transaction fee of
2.9% and that is it! This platform has great reviews and it is super convenient.
Many of you have asked about making a recurring donation straight from your
bank account rather than using a credit card. And we listened! Please check out
our tithe.ly page, as well as our other options for making donations at our
DONATE page today: https://tinyurl.com/donatestvaZ2.

A — What we actually collected vs. what we actually spent. This quarter we paid our diocesan assessment of $10K. Without
that annual expense we would have been about $3500 in the black here. To get a better feel for how that expense effects
our annual expenses please see the attached analysis of the whole 2019 year by quarter.

B — What we actually collected vs. what we planned to collect. Thank God — we were essentially spot on here for the
guarter. To see how close we were to zero consider this: if you divide this number by the number of days in a quarter (91.25)
we feel short of our budgeted income by 68 cents per day. Not per member per day — just per day. If we divide by 150
members it is less than a penny per member per day. So this is essentially rounding for all intents and purposes.

C — What we actually spent vs. what we planned to spend. Of course it is not good that we are in the red here. But because
of the $10K diocesan assessment paid in Q4 this number is imprecise. Please review the whole 2019 year by quarter
document to get a better feel for how this $10K looks when spread over the course of the whole fiscal year.

Note: Other income and expenses, such as building fund are not reflected in this analysis. Historically this income covers operating shortfalls,
although the goal is to increase collections to the point that all operating expenses are covered by these funds, allowing other income to be
used for special projects and charity.

A — What we actually collected vs. what we actually spent. There is good news here — for the year we are in the black.

But it is not all good news. We are relying on the festival to pay bills, rather than putting the festival income aside for

the building fund or other good works. If we pull out the ~$30K festival net profit this category would have been ~$27K in the
red. In 2019 we had about 150 members. If you split this debt over the 150 members it comes out to $225 per member, or
$3.48 per member per week. If each of us increased out weekly donation by ONLY $5 we could save all the festival income
rather than spend it to pay bills. We can do this! Establish a recurring donation today. Pray about it. Talk to your spouse
about it. Invest in your parish: time, talent, and treasure as the Lord has blessed you!

B — What we actually collected vs. what we planned to collect. Thank God — we did well here! But the same message holds
true here as we find in the note above. If you pull out the festival proceeds we are in the red. Another important message:
EVERYONE should be working hard at the festival! Without it we cannot pay our bills! Make this the year you begin to
volunteer for the festivall

C — What we actually spent vs. what we planned to spend. Of course it is not good that we are in the red here. Fr. Gregory
and the Parish Council need to, and will, continue to watch our expenses closely so we do not over-spend. It is not good
that we over-spent. But to put the number in perspective we spent about $10 more per day that we had budgeted. That is
not nothing. But that $10 is well within our grasp to control by cutting expenses. We welcome your input in this regard!
Please contact Fr. Gregory or any Parish Council member with ideas about how we can cut expenses!

Advice on Tithing from a Fellow St. Vladimir’s Parishioner
December 12, 2019

I grew up with the practice of tithing. I saw my parents give regularly to the church and I was instructed to tithe
from my allowance and earnings. I was taught that the practice of tithing was Biblical. In the Old Testament,
God commanded the Hews to offer a tenth of everything to support the temple and the Levites who served in
the temple. In the New Testament we Christians are directed to give generously.

While many Christians give ten percent, this is not a hard and fast requirement. Some of the spiritual fruit and
blessing comes from the discipline of giving regularly from the first fruits of our blessings. One way to do this
is to have a set amount of money regularly transferred to the church after a paycheck is received.

Personally, I pay most of my bills online. During this Nativity Lent I will be setting up my tithe as another
automatic transfer so that I can give regularly even if I am traveling or home with a sick kid. May the Holy
Spirit guide each of us as we prayerfully consider the best way to support the church with regular generosity.

Making a Conscious Choice about Supporting our Parish Family
For where your treasure is, there will your heart be also. (Matthew 6:21)

St. Vladimir’s Orthodox Church has always, throughout its 35+ year history, been well supported
by its parishioners. This is something that we can be proud of and thankful for. However, this is
also something that we often do not think very much about. We know that when we are in church
on Sunday there will be some sort of collection, but we don’t usually think very much about this,
either before the collection or afterwards. We see this as just a part of going to church. However,

stewardship, how we use what God has given us, is something that we should consider and
something that we should plan.

The reasons for stewardship are numerous, and no doubt, you have heard many, if not all of them.
Sometimes we are told that we should give because the parish needs more money for next year’s
budget. Other times we are told we should give at least as we pay for a newspaper subscription or
our cable bill — as if God's Church is equivalent to other “entertainment” choices we make. Finally,
we are sometimes told that we should give because the parish needs something (a new church,
vestments for the clergy, a new hall, etc.). None of these reasons are illegitimate, for in many
parishes, sometimes including ours, these things are true. However, stewardship is a spiritual
question, and not a material one. We should give to God out of love, and for no other reason. In
the beginning God created man out of love, He gave us our personal existence out of love, He sent
His only-begotten Son to us out of love so that we could again gain the paradise that we threw
away by the actions of our first forefather Adam. Love is the reason that God created us all, and
this is the reason that we should give back to God. “God loveth a cheerful giver.” (2 Corinthians
9:7) Thus we see that our reason WHY (love of God) we give helps us to determine HOW MUCH
we give, for if God gave us so much, can we not give Him back just a little of the bounty with
which He has blessed us? The purest motive for our stewardship is to give to God because we
have been given to by Him. That is, in gratitude for His great love towards us.

We urge you to make stewardship part of your family budget — to actively plan what you give to St.
Vladimir's just as you plan other family expenses. We further urge you to keep in mind that we give
to God out of love — and that He asks us to give to His Church just a small amount (some set
percentage of our net income: ten percent according to the Old Testament — even more than this
according to St. John Chrysostom) of all that He has given us. The Lord, having given us all that
we have, generously allows us to keep all the rest! Perhaps starting with ten percent would
impossible. That is understandable — this is a major paradigm shift for most of us. But it is
spiritually helpful to set a percentage for ourselves and do our best to stick with that for a year, and
then try to increase that the next year. When we tithe the Lord blesses us many times more than the
amount we give (see Malachi 3:8-10)!
